It is a unique program that partners Michigan State University with the turfgrass industry and state agencies.

Becoming certified in the Michigan Turfgrass Environmental Stewardship Program requires completing an environmental self-assessment procedure and addressing items identified during an on-site visit. The on-site visit is conducted by representatives from the Turf Stewardship Team along with a property manager. The self-assessment assisted Superintendent or Property Manager not only in understanding complex laws and regulations related to turf management but also in evaluating and improving the level of environmental protection at Property Name. In order to maintain certification in the program, properties are required to have a site visit once every 3 years.
